LIFE AMONG THE FIRST STROKE PATIENTS. ADVISOR: ASST. PROF. SUNIDA

This predictive research aimed to investigate health-related quality of life and to
examine whether functional status, fatigue, pain, coping, social support, and self-care self-
efficacy could predict health-related quality of life in the first-time stroke patients. The
theoretical framework was based on Conceptual Model of Health-Related Quality of Life of
Ferrans. One hundred and thirty-two first-time stroke patients, aged between 30-59, were
recruited from the outpatient departments of Police General Hospital and Prasat
Neurological Institute. Research instrument was a set of questionnaires consisting of eight
parts: The Demographic Patients’ Data Form, the Modified Barthel Activities Daily Living
Index, the Fatigue Severity Scale, the Numerical Pain Rating Scale, the Coping Strategies
Questionnaire, the ENRICHD Social Support Questionnaire, the Self-efficacy Questionnaire,
and the Quality of Life Index-Stroke Version. The questionnaires were validated by five
experts. Internal consistency reliability determined by Cronbach's alpha coefficients were
.98, 97, 91, .83, .93, and .97, respectively. Data were analyzed using mean, standard
deviation, Spearman’s Rank Product Moment Correlation, and stepwise multiple regression.

The results were presented as follows:

1. The mean score of health-related quality of life among the first-time stroke

patients is in good level (mean = 23.97, SD = 4.28).

2. Social support, coping, and pain are significant predictors that explain 38.3% of
the variance in the health-related quality of life among the first-time stroke patients

(Adjusted R - .383; p-value < .05).
