This study aims to investigate the mediating role of psychological flexibility in
the relationship between social anxiety and psychological well-being in undergraduate
students. Participants were 273 students (133 males and 143 females). All participants
completed questionnaires that included the Brief Fear of Negative Evaluation (BFNE),
the Social Anxiety - Acceptance and Action Questionnaire (SA-AAQ) and Questionnaire
for Eudaimonic Well-Being (QEWB). Preliminary analyses indicated that social anxiety
was negatively correlated with both psychological well-being (r = -.11, p < .05) and
psychological flexibility (r = -41, p < .01). In contrast, psychological flexibility was
positively correlated with psychological well-being (r = .30, p < .01). Mediational
analyses for the hypothesis testing revealed that social anxiety was no longer
associated with psychological well-being when being mediated by psychological

flexibility (p = 0.85).
