This study aims to investigate UK retirees’ socio-economic lifestyle, housing selection
factors, problems, and suggestions for long stay living in Pattaya, in order to meet their requirements. The
subjects were 137 UK residents living in Pattaya for more than 1 month, aged over 50 years, and members

of PEC (Pattaya Expat Club) or PCEC (Pattaya City Expat Club).

The result showed that the majority are male, single and aged 60-69 years old, living in Thailand
with a retirement visa, having lived more than 5 years, and planning to continue living in Pattaya for the
rest of their lives. They are healthy and able to live without assistance. They are experienced with good
educational backgrounds, able to communicate in English while living in Pattaya, prefer to receive news
and information by the Internet, and travel by public transportation. Most are currently living in
condominiums. The average price of rental accommodation that they are willing to pay is between 10,000
- 30,0000 baht per month, while the average price of buying is between 3 — 5 million baht. Their housing
selection consists of 4 factors. The most significant factor is the financial consideration of the price, the
physical factor of the location, the social condition of having privacy, and of housing is the quality of living
standard of the building. As to the problems and suggestions, it was found that most retirees have no
problem with their current accommodation, but some retirees have problems with dishonest and
inefficient juristic management. In addition, there are problems with the public Infrastructure and the
environment, especially deteriorated footpaths that often cause accidents to pedestrians. Also, there are
often motorcycles and bicycles on the pavements. Another problem is the often-changing visa regulations
without clear information being provided by authorities. It was also suggested to abolish the 90-day

reporting at the immigration office.

Therefore, the related organizations, both government and real estate developers, should take
these matters into consideration, then correct, plan and improve the policy and regulation according to
the retirees’ requirements. | believe that the improvement plan will augment considerably the number of
long stay retirees. This could lead to an expansion of consumption needs which may follow with increased

employment opportunities as well as a growth in Thailand’s economy.

Each Board member serves for a two year term with approximately one-half being
elected each year. After the Annual General Meeting, the first meeting of the “new”
Board takes place. At this meeting, the Board elects the officials to oversee the
Club's activities for the coming year - Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Secretary, and
Treasurer. The Club's operations are governed by its Constitution and By-Laws.

The Club's former Logo QCEO

The Club's former logo was designed by founding member Max
Rommel. It is a simple expression of some of the joys and comforts
offered to people who want to live a peaceful, free and good quality E

life. The waves at the bottom represent the extensive access to wa-

ter. The geographical structure of Thailand provides an almost unlimi

ted area of sea cost for a country of its size. The house represents

one of the most attractive reasons for living in Thailand as the average living space
in square meters of houses, apartments and condominiums is significantly larger
than the equivalent one could afford in most developed countries. The bird
represents the concept of personal freedom one can enjoy in Thailand, unlike some
countries. The green on each side represents the scenic natural beauty of
Thailand. The current logo for the Club was established in March 2014.

History of the Club

The Club was formed in early 2001 by a few Expats who saw a
need for helping the Expat community in Pattaya. This original
organization was called the Pattaya Expats Club and swiftly grew
in size. As it grew, it changed meeting venues to accommodate
the larger Sunday meetings, moving to its present location at the
Amari Orchard Resort's The Tavern by the Sea Restaurant (formerly Henry J.
Bean's), where it has continued to meet every Sunday for over six years.

As with any organization, there were differences among some of its founding
members on the nature and direction of the Club - to be a solely nonprofit social
organization or to expand into more commercial operations. When one member
formed and registered a company using the name Pattaya Expats Club Company,
Ltd., the Club's Board of Governors decided to change the name to Pattaya City
Expats Club - partly to avoid any confusion with the newly formed company and
partly because Pattaya had just become Pattaya City - a self governing
administration (as is Bangkok).

In 2004, member Richard Smith undertook the development and expense of
forming a website for the Club. In 2009, the Board agreed with Richard's request to
assume the operation of the website. A new format was developed for the website
and implemented in November 2009. Richard Smith has written a history of the
Club from its origin to September 2010.

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Hi Nui,

Why there are there a lot more male retirees than female retirees who come to

Pattaya?

That is a good question.

The warm climate and lower cost of living is attractive to retirees, but for male
retirees there are also many Thai ladies who will look after them. Older men who are
single, widowed or divorced might find it difficult to find new partners in their home
countries. In Thailand, they can meet and get to know charming, patient and

attractive ladies who can offer practical support, companionship and romance.

Retirees will usually find a Thai partner (I assume your research will support this).
They might marry or just have a long-term girlfriend. Some may have children with
their Thai partner. A stable loving relationship is very attractive for older men. Of
course, these relationships do not always last and there can be painful separations,

for both the foreigners and the Thai ladies.

The relationships between western men and Thai ladies is a fascinating topic and is

also worthy of research | think.

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There are many reasons for this:

1)1 worked overseas in the oil industry for about 35 years. In this time overseas | never worked with an
American, European or Australian woman. There were no women in Qil Exploration & Production.

Many of the men | worked with were initially married - but after long periods of living apart from their

wives they got divorced. So there were large numbers of single guys with lots of holiday (6 weeks work
then 3 weeks holiday) working in the Middle East & Far East.

So when they got their holidays -
a) Do they travel all they way back to their home countries (where it is probably snowing)? or
by Do they just holiday in the sun close to where they are working?

When they retire they are familiar with places like Pattaya and hence many settle here.

2)Women are less adventurous. Very few women will travel by themselves to countriesplaces they have
never been before. They usually want husbandsfriends to go with them.

3)Women are probably closer to their families than men. They are reluctant to go off and live on the
other side of the world away from parents, children, and grandchildren.

4) Pattaya has a reputation as a playground for single guys.

5) Probably more British women retire to Spain than to Thailand. It is so much closer and relatives can
easily come to visit.

The situation is changing though. A few years ago the only foreign women in Pattaya were holiday

makers - here for two weeks. More activities are now directed at women or mixed groups e g PILC,
Writers Group, Museum Group, Golf, Bowling, Tennis etc.

Some elderly British women currently live here because their children have settled here.
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I will try and keep this simple and short.

1st Legal

Condo law for AGMs is flawed.

My condo has 450 rooms.

It can run by the rules and get a quorum for an AGM along with proxy votes.

Getting 50% for major changes almost impossible.

Result. 2 weeks after first AGM a 2 nd AGM is held where everything is passed by owners and
proxies present with over a 25% vote for AGM and | think majority for the rest’

In Jomtien Condominium condo with about 2500 rooms a quorum can never be reached and
the 1st AGM meeting is a mere rubber stamp for the 2nd AGM.

Condos are therefore run by a small group who are interested in the condo running either for
their own benefit or in a few cases for the actual benefit of the condo residents.

If | take the 49% foreigner 51% Thai split then a large majority of foreigner owners are not in
Thailand and most not interested in running the condo except when they have a complaint. Thai
owners in Pattaya condos anyway are not interested in attending as their apartments are only
holiday residences. Some rooms not visited for years.

Monthly maintenance payments.

This was a major issue several years ago but now the courts are strong on this and enforce the
owners to pay or face severe penalties if they do not comply. There are still a few cases of non
payment for every condo in court on any month. If management is not strong this issue gets out

of hand very easily.

2nd Management.

My condo has had bad management for most of its existence.

Managers changing regularly.

Developer running the condo as if it was his own house.

Staff and developer making money “disappear’.

Lack of maintenance planning.

The same maintenance staff have been in place for about 20 years and still cannot maintain the
swimming pool.

Committee members changing as the law demands. With it being a voluntary post unpaid very

few people willing to take up a committee position.
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Some stronger managers and committees have pulled back some of the losses and with the
developer now bankrupt they are not involved directly in running the condo.

Having been on and off the committee several times | have now retired on it as the same issues
arise all the time and despite efforts put in by myself and others they are not solved because

strong Juristic manasers and managers are required to run the system.

In comparison Jomtien Condo has a strong Juristic Manager for many years who has built up a
strong management team and terminates any bad staff quickly. He seriously chases non payment
of bills backed up by a good accountancy system resulting in an excellent cash fund for the

condo.

Quick conclusion

If there is not a strong management in place, both juristic and direct manager with an
independent approach, ie no big investment in the property, the running of a condo is very liable
to fail with money loss and and rapid detioration of the property.

Excessive changes of management and committee members drags down the efficiency of the
running of the condo.

Any questions on this short report do not hesitate to forward them to me.

Note: AGM - It is the Annual General Meeting where management gives all details of
previous year actions and finances and proposes next year plans and finances to the
owners of the condo units. Voting is carried out by the owners to approve or dis approve
these details and proposals.

A quorum of more than 30% owners or proxies are required to hold the meeting. With
large condos as lan Frame 2500 units up a quorum is never reached on the first meeting
and second meeting is controlled only by the people present. NEVER the majority of

owners.
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Note: To qualify for a retirement visa the applicants must prove that they have
sufficient funds to support themselves for a year. UK retirement age (age to qualify
for a government pension) is usually 65 years. Hence younger people (unless they
have significant savings) may just come here as tourists and leave/enter the country

more frequently.

Probably your best and most reliable source of visa applicant information would be

the Pattaya Immigration Office in Jomtien.

The Pattaya City Expat Club probably has between 50 and 100 attendees on a
Sunday morning (depending on the weather and the speaker). You can certainly

hand out your questionnaires to the attendees - but of course not all of them will

fill them in:

. They may not have brought their reading glasses.

. Their English skills may not be very good (there will be a mix of nationalities
present)

. They may be in a rush to go home.

. They may just be in a bad mood.
