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The purpose of this research was to study the relationships among gratitude, self-
efficacy, and resilience. Participants were 158 undergraduates from Chulalongkorn University.
Research instruments were Resilience Scale (X = .89), Gratitude Questionaire (GQ-6) (X = .82),
and General Self-Efficacy Scale (X = .83).

Results showed positive correlations that gratitude had with resilience (r = .46, p < .01,
one-tailed) and self-efficacy and resilience (r = .65, p < .01, one-tailed). Gratitude and self-
efficacy could significantly predict resilience (R2 = .48, p < .01). The standardized regression
coefficient of gratitude was 0.10 (B = .24, p < .01) and self-efficacy was 0.61 (3 = .56,

p <.01).

As hypothesized, there is a positive correlation between gratitude and resilience
because gratitude is a positive emotion which is able to lower reduce stress and foster
resilience. Thus, gratitude positively correlates with resilience. In addition, there is also a
positive correlation between self-efficacy and resilience. Individuals with self-efficacy are able
to cope with problems both in various and effective ways. Finally, we found that both gratitude

and self-efficacy have potential to predict resilience together.
