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The purpose of this research was to examine the mediating role of service climate in the
prediction of customer-oriented organizational citizenship behaviors while job resources and
personal resources are independent variables. One hundred and eighty-seven frontline
employees from various cafés and coffee shops in Bangkok are participants of the research.

Results were as follow:

1. Job resources significantly predicted service climate and customer-oriented
organizational citizenship behaviors (service climate, B = .40; and CO-OCBs, B = 17).

2. Personal resources dimension of optimism significantly predicted service climate (B =
.17, p < .05) and dimension of organizational-based self-esteem significantly predicted

customer-oriented organizational citizenship behaviors (B = .30, p < .05).
