The purpose of this study is to examine the relation between partner fit and
conflict styles with a mediated effect of relationship satisfaction and a moderation
effect of “work-it-out” implicit theories of relationship. We collected data from a
convenience sample of 302 Thai citizen ages 18-60 years old (164 males and 138
females) who has been in a romantic relationship for at least 6 months. They
responded to an online survey which includes the measures of partner fit, work-it-out
belief, positive conflict styles, negative conflict styles and relationship satisfaction.
Results showed that there was a positive direct effect of partner fit on relationship
satisfaction, as well as a positive indirect effect on positive conflict style and a negative
indirect effect on negative conflict style mediated by relationship satisfaction.
Specifically, perceived high partner fit significantly predicts lower relationship
satisfaction, which in turn predicts their tendency to use positive conflict styles that
improve relationship and perceived low partner fit significantly predicts lower
relationship satisfaction, which in turn predicts their tendency to use negative conflict
styles that deteriorate relationship. This pattern of the associations is the same for

participants with high and low work-it-out implicit theory of relationship.
