This study aimed to investigate the effect of frequency of cyberbullying on
victim’s preferred coping strategies, mediated by the three dimensions of cognitive
appraisal (i.e., threat, challenge, and perceived coping resources) and moderated by the
anonymity of the bully. A convenience sample of 264 undergraduate students, aged 18-25
years were randomly assigned to read a hypothetical scenario and imagine being
cyberbullied by anonymous or non-anonymous bully, at either high or low frequencies.
They then completed the cognitive appraisal questionnaire and the coping with

cyberbullying questionnaire.

Results from a path analysis showed that the indirect effect of frequency of
cyberbullying on approach and avoidance coping though the three dimensions of cognitive
appraisal were not significant. There was no moderation effect of the anonymity of the
bully on the relations between frequency of cyberbullying and cognitive appraisal.
However, result from an alternative model using perceived frequency of cyberbullying
instead of the original experimental conditions as a predictive variable showed that
perceived frequency of cyberbullying had a positive indirect effect on approach coping and
a negative indirect effect on avoidance coping through threat appraisal. Specifically, an
increase in the perceived frequency of cyberbullying predicted an increased in perceived
threat, which in turn were associated with a higher tendency to use approach coping and a
lower tendency to use avoidance coping. In addition, challenge appraisal significantly
predicted avoidance coping while perceived coping resources significantly predicted
approach coping. Future research should explore other antecedents of these cognitive

appraisals.
