The aim of this study is to examine the evolution of the state's
role concerning the private sector. It attempts to find out the basis for
establishing the Joint Public and Private Consultative Committee (JPPCC),
why there are only three interest groups in it, and how they function in
the "JPPCC system".

The results show that the state role on private groups is an
interaction that has developed according to the expansion of the civil
society as reflected by the rapid growth of the private sector. The esta-
blishment of JPPCC was the state's action in redefining the scope and frame-
work in which the state and emerging private groups (especially those
representing big business enterprises) could operate. Such a move was
clearly made in order to coopt big business interests such as the exporters,
the bankers and the industrialists, and at the same time to promote them to
play the role of the representatives of all private interests. However, the
idea of using the structure of JPPCC to control the private groups is not
successful because the groups in JPPCC are not recognised by the rest of the
private groups as their representatives. Moreover, these groups outside
JPPCC are strong enough to retain their independent roles and could consoli-
date their strength in the long run as the civil society continues to expand
due to rapid socio-economic development.
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
