The purposes of this research were to study the quality of life
of nursing students in nursing colleges, the Ministry of Public Health,
and to investigate the relationships between personal factors, student
affairs, environmental conditions and quality of life of nursing students,
and to search for the variables that would be able to predict the quality
of life of nursing students. The subject consisted of 367 nursing students
selected by multi-stage random sampling. Research instruments developed '

by the researcher were questionnaires which were tested for their validity
and reliability. :

~ Major findings were as follows

* 1. Mean scores of quality of life of nursing students in total
and in the aspects of socio-economy, functions and daily life were at the
medium to slightly high level. While, in the the aspects of family, health,
and psychological and spirit were at the high level.

2. Attitude toward nursing profession, family circumstance,
residential tasks, student discipline and development, student activities,
helping relationships between teachers and students, physical environment
in clinical placement, physical environment in nursing colleges were
positively and significantly related, at the medium level. Whereas,
membership in student activity committee and number of students in
classroom were positively and significantly related, at the low level to
quality of life of nursing students, at the .0l level.

' 3. There were no significant relationships between, class and
academic achievement of nursing student, leader of student activity
committee , student's income, income of student's family, number of students
in nursing colleges, size of room in residential building and the quality
of life of nursing students.

4. Factors significantly predicted quality of life of nursing
students were attitude toward nursing profession, helping relationships
between teachers and students, family circumstance, residential tasks, :
class and number of students in colleges and membership of student activity'

committee. These predictors accounted for 40.04 percent (R =.4004) of the
varience.
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
