Both anesthetic techniques are currently in wuse in
anesthesia practice. If isof lurane anesthesia reduces recovery time,
it will benefit both the patients and health care providers. Even
though the cost of isoflurane anesthesia is higher than halothane
anesthesia, all these costs were supported by the research grant.
For these reasons there ‘are no ethical problems in randomization
of the interventions. Moreover, this study had been approved by the
ethical committee of the hospital and all patients enrolled in

this study gave their informed consent.
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
