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The global economy is now in the age of knowledge-based economy that knowledge is the key driver of economic
growth and prosperity. Human capital is one of the major factors driving the economy. In Thailand, the government uses the concept
of Thailand 4.0 as the policy vision for transforming the traditional economy to knowledge-based economy driven by innovation.
However, human capital of Thailand is still insufficient, especially in terms of lacking human resources with advanced knowledge and
technology in several fields.In addition to jobs requiring advanced knowledge and skills for organizations or firms, highly skilled foreign
workers or expatriates play important roles in the development of knowledge-based economy by providing knowledge spillovers that
enrich knowledge and skills to local human resources as well as improve human capital of the country. In the past several years,
Thailand has faced several disasters such as tsunami in 2005, the great flood in 2011, and PM 2.5 dust particles in the recent years as
well as riots and political instability affecting the confidence of foreign investors to invest in Thailand. These disasters may also have
some impacts on the decision of highly skilled foreign workers to relocate to work in Thailand because these foreign workers usually

have lower social capital comparing to local Thai workers, especially in terms of disaster mitigation and preparation related.

This research is one of the first studies on social capital of highly skilled foreign workers on disaster mitigation and
preparation using Bangkok as the study area. This study is a qualitative research using social capital and social network analyses based
on the in-depth interviews of 20 highly skilled foreign workers affiliated with international organizations, embassies, universities, and
multinational corporations. The results of study show that, in Bangkok, social capital of highly skilled foreign workers is usually not
built in a residential community but built in a workplace or recreational community. Thus, policies and plans related to disaster
mitigation and preparation for highly skilled foreign workers should focus on their workplaces or recreational communities which are

different from the policies and plans for local residents which have high social capital in their residential communities.
