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The purposes of this research were to assess the state of experiential instruction, and to develop
an experiential instruction model to enhance work skills for Liberal Arts Students in Rajabhat Institutes and,
finally, to study the result of implementing the experiential Instruction model in three aspects: practical skill,
problem solving skill, and team working .

The sampling group consisted of 30 second year Students in Mass Communication program in
Rajabhat Institutes, academic year 2003, Quantitative and qualitative methods were applied in this research.
The research instruments for quantitative findings were learning achievement tests, problem-solving ability test
and teamwork ability assessment. The research instrument for qualitative finding were observation form to
record the students’studying behavior, interview, self- report, and portfolio for work skills assessment.

Experiential Instruction Model emphasizes  learning from a direct experience in which learners have
to do real practice in situation which help leamers to acquire and gain knowledge from new  experiences.
Experiential Teaching Model consists of four steps as follows: direct experience approach, —increasing
awareness, reviewing and reflecting on experience and applying substitute experiences into practice.

The results were as follows:

L The experiential instruction for Liberal Arts Students in Rajabhat Institutes were divided into three
models as: experiential teaching inside classroom, outside classroom and mixture between inside and outside
classroom.

2. After experiment, average score of learning achievement of experiment group was statistically
significant at 0.05 level higher than their pretest experiment score,

3. After experiment, average score of problem solving ability of experiment group was statistically
significant at 0.05 level higher than their pretest experiment average score.

4. After experiment, average score of their ability in working as a team of experiment group was
statistically significant at 0.05 level higher than their pretest experiment average score.

5. After experiment, average score of their ability in practice of experiment group was statistically
significant at 0.05 level higher than their pretest experiment average score.

6. One month after experiment, the score of working skill and learning achievement of experiment
group was statistically significant at 0.05 level.
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
