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The purpose of this research was to study the positive attitude toward premarital sex of
the lower and upper secondary school  dents in the northern part of Thailand . The
subjects were 800 students comprised of Matayom Suksa2 and Matayom Suksa5  dents,
400 each from the coeducational schools in 4 northern provinces of Thailand : Chaing Mai,
Nakom Sawan, Nan,and Uttaradit. The researcher constructed a questionaire of the
positive attitude toward premarital sex from theories and research concerning premarital sex,
Finally, the subjects filled up the questionaires for their positive atitude toward premarital sex
was measured.  The independent variables were class levels and sex of the subjects with
positive attitude scores toward premarital sex of the subject as dependent variable. The data
were analysed by Two- way ANOVA with unequal * version

The results are as follows:

1 The positive attitude scores toward premarital sex of male students are significantly
higher than female  dents.(p< .05)

2. There is an interaction effect between class levels and sex of the students on
positive atttode scores toward premarital sex. The results show that the higher class levels of the
male  dents, the higher positive attitude scores, on the other hand, the higher class levels of the
female  dents , the lower positive attitude scores.
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
