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The purposes of 'he research were (1) to analyze and Identify the items reflecting internal
evaluation practices according to principle of evaluation, (2) to construct the key evaluation checklist (KEC),
(3) to test the appropriateness of the developed key evaluation checklist, and (4) to compare the
appropriateness of the internal evaluation methods among schools under 5 jurisdictions. Descriptive
research .vas employed  the study. The total 88 samples were school administrators, teachers, and
involved people randomly selected from 25 schools of five jurisdictions. Data were collected by document
analysis, questionnaire, interviews, analysis of self-study reports (SSR) and observation. The data were
analyzed by content analysis, descriptive and inferential statistics.

The results of this research showed that the developed key evaluation checklist was composed
5 components, i.e. design of operation plan, database and information processing, detection of evaluation
standards, dissemination of evaluation results, and development for the achievement of education
standards. It included 20 items with 4 checklists under each item. The checklists represented the internal
evaluation practices. The quality of the practices was checked hased on constructed scoring rubrics. ltwas
found that the key evaluation checklist had content validity and concurrent validity with the correlation
coefficient of .94. The sample felt that key evaluation checklist was the most helpful in internal evaluation
design. Another findings showed that the internal evaluation concepts of the users were 94.62% more
accurate after using KEC.  addition, it was also found the internal evaluation practices of the schools were
at moderate levels in terms of utility, feasibility, propriety, and accuracy standards. The appropriateness of
the internal evaluation methods among jurisdictions were different. The internal evaluation methods of the
Department of Education Bangkok Metropolitan Administration and the Department of Local Administration
were more the appropriate than the Office of the National Primary Education Commission and the Office of
Private Education Commission.
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
