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The Study finds that the system of each political parties recruitment and ranking of
candidates in party list is similar in principles,that is fame knowledge, abilities and experience
are important qualification of candidates.For ranking,the parties’s executives and ex-mimisters
are considered to be given the first priority in ranks. The candidate ranking in party list is not an
important issue for The Thai Rak Thai Party.The degree of importance of the person for the
parties are the criterion for candidate ranking of the other parties which are middle-sized. These
middle-sized parties encounter problems of candidate recruitment very seriously. The nature of
all political parties concerned in this study are the negotiation of candidates between running
in a general election and ina party list. The party leaders and a few executive members of a
party’s board have the ultimate decision on the negotiation. The findings of the study shows that
Thai political partiesecruitment and ranking of candidates in party list running for the members
of parliament are not inaccordance with the intention of the constitution.

The author suggests that the constitutional law and the laws relating to election be
revised their vague terms ; that are, “provinces™ and " appropriate diffusion of the candidates”.
Concerning “provinces”the definition of this term should be provided  the above-mentioned
laws.This is because that this term can be interpreted as present addresses or birthplaces.
“Appropriate diffusion of the candidates”ina similarway, should be explained further by stating
definite numbers of the candidates for each provincial areas.Another suggestion is that two
tradition of political party should be promoted. The first one is that a minister must be a person in
the party list.The second one is that the order of each candidate’s importance must be the
criteria of ranking. These two tradition are related inthe sense that the earlier rank a candidate is
placed on the party i, the more chance one can ve a minister. 5,> LQ.
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
