This research assessed the image of the United Nations and its entities (UN) from two

he process involved four elements: N

(1) Reviewing the kind of and character of coverage ofthe UN 360 editions of 4 Ban&;kok

daﬂg newsXapers (Thai Rath; Matichon; Bangkok Post; The Nation) over the period January to June
2002. (2) A survey of 259 selected residents of metropolitan Bangkok to study their exposure to,
perception of, attitude toward and image of the UN, encompassing the following groups: students;
teachersfprofessors; government officials; soldiers; police; diplomats; state enterprise workers;
private sector workers; international organization and NGO staff, business owners; and
professionals. &3) An analysis of differences of perception among different demogr?fmc groups
within the Bangkok population. (4) An analysis of correlations among and between demographic
grouBs surveyed. For data analysis, the following were used: SPSS/PC+; T-test; one-way ANOVA;
and Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation.

The findings were as follows: W -
~ The surveY of newspaR/ler articles about the UN indicated positive coverage exceeded
negative or neutral coverage. Most of the coverage was about the UN's normal activities with
occasional big stories. Most of the news came from International news organizations and there was
a preponderance of positive over .ne%anve. The most reported news was about UN peacekeeping
activities, followed by assistance aid, human rights, international aid funds, and meetings. The most
EOSlt.lVe coverage was of UNESCAP. The amount of UN coverage in newspapers varied with
nglish-language dailies reporting more than Thai dailies. The Bangkok Post carried more news
ahout the United Nations than others.

The results supported the following conclusions: o _ _

1. Gender, education, and occupation differences correlate with differences in media
e>(<f)osu_re. Age differences do not correlate with media exposure. Those people who differ in age,
education, and profession also differ in exposure to different kinds of news about the UN. Gender
differences do not correlate with exposure to UN news. . . _

2. Age, education, and gender differences correlate with perception of and atitude toward
the UN. However, differences in gender do not correlated with perception of and attitude toward the

UN.
3. Age and education differences correlate with differences on the image of the UN, while
gender and occupation differences do not. . o . .
4. Exposure to UN news had little to medium correlation with perception of, attitude toward,
and image of the UN. _ , _
. Perception of the role of the UN correlates with the attitude toward and image of the UN.
6. Attitude toward the UN correlates with the image of the UN.
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
