At present, there is no law in Thailand for the protection of homeworker. The Ministerial
Regulation No. 9 (given on 14th September B.E. 2541) issued under the Labour Protection Act B.E.
2541 has clearly provided that the home work do not fall under the purview of the Labour Protection
Act B.E. 2541. This author therefore carried out a study on the nature and problems arising out of the
system where the also carried out a field research on the home work.

The study found that in Thailand there is no law or labour protection for the homewaorker.
This results in a low pay for those workers, slow payment of wage, a reduction or adjustment of wage
in an unjust way or in the worst case to receive no wages at all; on the top of that they do not get
protection in terms of welfare, health and safety at home work. In the case of Philippines, Australia,
Argentina and Japan there are clear provisions of labour protection for homewaorker. It is obvious that
law in foreign countries have given importance to the protection of homeworker. Equally ILO. has
issued Convention No. 177 and Recommendation No. 184 to the effect that the home work should be
under Labour Protection Law for home work.

This author has the opinion that the protection of homeworker should be governed by a
particular legislation, home work is somewhat different from the work done under general
employment. This should provide a minimum standard in a broad but clear manner. This would

guarantee that the law is flexible and applicable to all sorts of home work.
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
