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The study of Harry Potter : Literature for Reading Hahit Development aims to analyze

the content of Harry Potter Literature in view of its message appeal, to analyze the influence of
signs and their interpretation on readers concerning their reading behavior, to study the
influence of literature on readers concerning their reading habit and attitudes. This study has
been carried out by employing two sources of information, which are Harry Potter Literature
series one to four and 601 responding letters from readers.

The results of the study can be summarized as follows.
The message appeal of Harry Potter literature which captures the interest of readers lies
in its ability to convey the massage narration by a successful hybridizing between reality
and fantasy. Special message appeal also placed on character of Harry Potter with his
adventures and misfortune, which strongly draw an attention from young age readers.
The sign and its meaning convey the message of peaceful coexistence of the binary
opposition that are the goodness and badness. Readers can easily absorb these signs
and understand their interpretations relating to the realty of life.
Harry Potter literature has an influence on the reading habit of the reader. It can tum
people into a love-reading habit and certainly desire to have more of similar published
literature.
Most of the readers develop positive attitude while reading Harry Potter literature
considering the reading habit, the benefit of reading it, the quality and worthiness of the
literature, themes, characters, scenes, authors and translators.
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
