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The purposes of this research were : 1) to study the effect of using social conflict resolution
training model based on constructivist approach for development of practical intelligence in law of the upper
secondary school students, 2) to compare tile effect of training model between experimental group and control
group, and 3) to examine the effectiveness of training model. The sample consisted of 86 Mattayom Suksa
Four students of Department of General Education, Bangkok. They were divided into two groups: an
experimental group and a control group, comprising of 43 students in each group. The experimental group was
taught by using social conflict resolution training model based on constructivist approach for a session of 50
minutes in each period, 11 consecutive periods for a duration of six weeks. The control group was taught by
regular classroom teaching. The instruments for data collection were (1) Social Conflict Resolution Training
Model Based on Constructivist Approach, (2) the practical intelligence tests composing of, (2.1) a knowledge
comprehension test, (2.2) a social conflict resolution test, (2.3) and the behavioral observations of individual
mid group practices forms, (3) the evaluation forms of students learning satisfaction, (4) the forms of students’
attitude towards the necessity of law, (5) the report of legal opinion which was constructed by an individual
student, and (6) the evaluation forms of teachers in teaching satisfaction. The practical intelligence in law were
tested before and after the treatment. Analysis of data were done by t-test, as well as the content analysis.

The results were as follows:

1) The using social conflict resolution training model based on constructivist approach effected
on development of practical intelligence in law. The students in the experimental group had statistically higher
posttest scores on the practical intelligence than those of the pretest scores at tile significant difference level of
.05. The mean score of development was about 25.94 % of total test scores.

2) The students in the experimental group had statistically higher posttest scores on the
practical intelligence than those of tile control group at the significant difference level of .05. The mean score
oftile experimental group was higher than the control group about 17.93% of the total test scores.

3) The social conflict resolution training model based on constructivist approach was

appropriate to develop apractical intelligence in law and increase oftile students’ learning effectiveness.
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
