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This project aims to study the socio-economic background of the intemational tourists, who
travelled inthe Greater Mekong Sulo-region, in different ways as follows L) Travelled only in Thailand
2) Travelled both in Thailand and Neighbouring countries 3) Travelled only in Neighbouring
countries. Moreover, we ook at factors cetermining the dermand for tourism in the region. The stuay is
based on primary data gathered from 386 tourists Quota Sampling method. After that we use
Multinomial fogit mockl to analyse the tourist behaviour and estimate the parameter value with
Maximum likelihood: MLE.

Comparing the first and the: second type wath the third one, we found that there are some
important variables, determining the tourists' demand for tourism in the region,
1 For Thailand tourists group: The significant factors are Experience in Thailand, Gencer, Inome,
Nationality, Occupation and Hotel Room Rate Comparision.
2. For Both Thailand and Neighbours tourists group: The significant factors are Group of travelling,
Experience in Thailand, the Mekong Sula-region promotion, Income, Gendler and Cocupation.

For the linkage between Thailand and the Mekong Sulb-region dermanas, we found that the
prooability s higher for the tourist to travel both in Thailand and Neighbouring countries
complementarity. This implies that there is a positive impact from interaction of cemeands for tourism
This positive impact will also spread to other countries inthe region.
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
