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The objectives of this thesis are to study the response of amenities from residents, analysing
present amenities and the developers’ concept about providing amenities as well as to propose
improvement and development of amenities for a medium priced condominium project.

This thesis is survey research that has been conducted intwo medium priced condominium
projects in Bangkapi District. The two selected projects registered between 1995 - 1999 and not less
than 60% of the total units were lived in by the owners. Thus, the research was conducted with 148
homeowners and 2 developers.

The results of this study showed that the homeowners realize the amenities as comfortable
for use and transportation, the better environment of the project, necessary for using free time, and
the betterment of life.  regards to amenities, most residents (81.1%) use them, but some types of
amenities, such as the garden, the swimming pool and the sauna still lack efficiency because
residents never use them or do not use them regularly. The developers realize the amenities as
benefits and a better quality life of the residents because they realize that amenities are a motivation
factor. They are not major factors in making a decision to buy into the project. There are still more
important factors such as location and the convenience of transportation.

This research proposed guideline development of medium priced condominium projects in
the future. There ought to be an accordance between the buyers and the sellers for upgrading the
project quality and creating a perfect living community both at present and in the future.
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
