Section 1301. Importing or transporting lottery tickets
Whoever brings into the United States a ticket, gift enterprise, or similar
scheme for sale or interstate transfer, or offers prizes dependent on chance, or any
advertisement of such a scheme shall be fined under this or imprisoned not more that two
years, or both.

2 Section 1302. Mailing lottery tickets or related matter

Whoever knowingly deposits in the mail, or sends or delivers by mail : Any
letter or such concerning any lottery, gift enterprise, or similar scheme offering prizes
dependent in whole or in part upon lot or chance or any payment for the purchase of any
ticket or part thereof

Shall be fined or imprisoned not more than two year, or both ; and for any
subsequent offense shall be imprisoned not more than five year.

[a] Upon evidence that any person is engaged in conducting a scheme or
device for obtaining money through the mail by means of false representation, or is
engaged in conducting a lottery, gift enterprise, or scheme for the distribution of money, the
Post Service may issue an order that :

[1] direct the postmaster of the post office at which mail arrives, to return such
mall to the sender appropriately marked as in violation of this section,

[2] forbids the payment by a postmaster to the person of any money order or
postal note and provides for the return to the remitter; and

[3] requires the person or representative to cease and desist form engaging in
any such scheme, device, lottery, or gift enterprise.
