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The purpose of this research was to study child development assessment  the
Learning Reform Schools for Developing Quality of Learners  term of planning, operation,
application and problems. The sample were 318 teachers from 142 schools. The
instruments used in this study were a questionnaire, an interviewing form, an observation
form and a document analysis form. The data was analyzed using frequency and
percentage.

The questionnaires data ( =318) indicated that teachers planned the assessment,
collected data through various methods and instruments and did the assessment that
covered all of the child development domains while reported having problem concerning
duty overloaded. However, the data from the interview, observation and document
analysis ( =8) did not find the assessment planning.  For the assessment operation,
teachers performed data collecting and evaluating using child development record forms
but did not record, summarize nor interpret the collected data. For the application of the
assessment results, the teachers reported the outcome to parents and school
administrators.

It was also found that teachers misunderstood certain child development
assessment concepts such as knowledge and understanding of child development, test
and portfolio,
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
