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This reasearch studies roles signifying the uniqueness of the commmunities in Samprang District and
factors leading to these communities preserving such identity. Appropriate development guidelines for the
communities can be drawn up. The communities in Samprang District include the communities in Prang Puthorn,
Prang Nara and Prang Sappasat.

It is found that as for the physical identity of Samprang District are old buildings built in the riegn of King
Rama the fifth in Prang Puthorn and Prang Nara. They are like old buildings in Singapore while its social identity is
the way of living of people in these areas is still the same as that of people in the eary Rattanakosin period.
Samprang District serves as a trading and service center mainly serves for the government officials. It has been
like this since the reign of King Rama the forth until now and because it is enclosed with a large group of
custommers where is the government offices staffed with a lot of officials as well as those who come into contact
with these officials.Ilt has been being well known as the trading and service center for the government officials.
Samprang District could still maintain its status due to preserve and reduce the crowdedness of inner Bangkok,
some government offices in that district have been moved to other places, thus reducing the number of its main
customs dramatically. As a result, Samprang District becomes a quiet trading area during the day and at night
some parts of the district are sleeping places for the homeless and the workplace of prostitues. Owning to the fact
such major owners of land in this district as the Bureau of the Crown Property and bussinessmen are planing to
increase the value of their land, the fee to rent a piece of land is increasing. Those who have been living there are
moving out. They are both land owners and tenants. However, some do not want to leave this district because this
is their home or they provide goods and services not only fo officials but also to other types of customers or it is
convenoent for them to commute.

Major Factors affecting the way of living of people there are the ability to develop various goods and
services which have their own uniqueness to attract a wider range of customers and it surroudings and the
reasonalble rental fee for the land which enable entrepreneurs there compete with others in bigger trading areas.

conclution, there are 2 guidelines for developing Samprang District. One is developing its commercial role and
the other is developing its residential role based on conservative development. Both guidelines are drawn up from
its potential, problems, limitations, the inhabitants' needs and upcoming city development projects. When these
guidelones are materialized, the inhabitants will lead a proper way of life.
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
