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Beside court’s trial proceedings, “Alternative Dispute Solution (ADR)” proves to he an
alternative solution of resolving business disputes. In applicable cases, ADR allows the disputes to be
settled in a more rapid manner. ADR is confidential and capable of minimizing negative impacts to each
party; therefore, allowing each party to maintain, and in many cases, further their business relationship.
Moreover, ADR s the first step for screening disputes before proceeding into court, which can
significantly reduced caseload.

According to conclusion established from various studies, the author discovers that ADR is
applicable during the pre-trail proceedings even if the business disputes has transformed into a civil case.
Thus, judges must play an active role in order to form the measures for the parties themselves to discover
the facts under court’s manipulation. If the dispute is resolved during pre-trial proceedings, each party has
an option to terminate their cases. The decision to stop the case must base on each party’s consent. Each
party must also choose from different types of ADR depending on degree of suitability, and complexity of
the each case. Common types of ADR include Court-Annexed Mediation, Court-Annexed Arbitration
and Early Neutral Evaluation.

This study concludes that ADR can be beneficial to the Thai Judiciary, if the ADR is applied
during the pre-trail proceedings and before taking of evidences in court. Benefits of ADR consists of
significant reduce in caseload and increase efficiency in court system by allowing each disputed party to
terminate their cases once the resolution has been reached during the pre-trail proceeding. The use of
ADR in judiciary system will standardize the Thai Judiciary System to the one uses by most developed

countries.
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
