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The purpose of this research is to study economic linkages of Jasmine Rice production for export
by investigating the income generated by rice mills in urban and rural areas. The economic impacts (direct,
indirect and induced impact) are generated in rural and urban areas through the spending of the rice mills
on employing workers and purchasing raw materials. The study on the spatial linkages from the Jasmine rice
export production activities are also included.

This research classified the study area into 3 zones, according to the density of Jasmine rice
plantation area: Zone 1 implies high density plantation, Zone 2 medium density plantation and Zone 3 low
density plantation. The research employs field survey to collect data through structured interview on 5 target
groups, i.e, rice mill entrepreneurs, workers, farmers, urban and rural dwellers. Employing economic base
theory. The impacts are calculated by using Value Added Ratio from the 1995 Input-Output Table to find out
the income generated.

Research results indicate that income generated in the rural areas of Zone 1 is the highest among
3 rural areas; and that income generated in the urban areas of Zone 2 is the highest among 3 urban areas,
showing that the income generator in the rural areas depend on the size of Jasmine rice plantation land
which are sources of raw materials and labors, and that income generated in urban areas is due to the
concentration of large scale rice mills in the urban service centers serving rice mill entrepreneurs, workers,
farmers, urban and rural dwellers.

For the spatial linkage study, it is found out that Bangkok is the biggest wholesale market
distributing Jasmine rice to other regions and the center for offices of rice exporters. The important ports for
exporting Jasmine rice are Bangkok Port and Eastern Seaboard Port (Learn Chabang Port). The important
by-products of Jasmine rice production are rice bran and broken rice used in livestock industries in the
Central region of Thailand.
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
