The objectives of this thesis were 1) to study the development of shopping center in the eastern area of
Bangkok, 2) to study the influence and service area of shopping center affecting to the communities in Bangkapi
district and vicinity, 3) to propose guidelines in developing the shopping center in the eastern area of Bangkok.

The research methodology included : taking field survey, distributing questionnaires and making interviews
for 400 samples from the shopping center user in Bangkapi district by accidental sampling. The questionnaires
focused on user characteristics 1behavior and problems on using shopping center.

From this study 1the commercial zone in eastern of Bangkok expanded along Ladphaw road 1Ramkamhang
road 1Bangna - Trad road, Nakarin road and Sukapibal road which are routes to the eastern area. The shopping
centers are classified to 5 zones: Ladphaw - Wangthonglang, Srinakarin, Sukapibal, Ramkamhang 1and Bangkapi
which cover 21 shopping centers. Bangkapi district has agglomerated up to 5 shopping centers responded to the
potential of commercial development in connecting inner and outer of city due to the convenient transportation, the
land price is lower than other area, the population growth rates of 4 times higher than of the other area in Bangkok,
and the demographic structure is the magnet target to invest in shopping center. Moreover, the study area has been
agglomerated of trade and services.

The physical study of each shopping center shows the different in the type of commodities and size of
shopping center 1group of users and service area which are classified to

1. Neighborhood shopping center - the service area is 1-2 kilometers, 3 shopping center in this area.

2. Community shopping center - the service area is 3-5 kilometers, 14 shopping center in this area.

3. Regional shopping center - the service area is 16 kilometers or more, 4 shopping centers in this area.

The influences of shopping center in Bangkapi create the effects to the city such as economic returns to the
Government particularly on increasing tax revenues, the users have variety of choices from the intense competitions of
shopping center which creates the problem to the operation of the small retail shops, the physical and urban
environment, the air pollution, the noise pollution, the traffic jam and the garbage around shopping center.

The recommendations to solves the problems caused by the shopping center in this area are 1) traffic
problem: to manage the traffic systems around the intersections of Bangkapi to Happy Land, to build more bridges,
cross over and parking lots in holiday periods, 2) air and noise pollution: to setup the center which check and test the
quality of air and noise, to remove the parking lot of vans / small buses to the back of shopping center, 3) garbage
problem: to support user of recycle and disposable and create incentive of using them by tax, 4) community visual
problem: to set up the harmony of shape and zone of large shopping center, and to drain Bannang Canal in order to
clean the water, 5)recession of the small retail shops: to issue measures in controlling the expanding of large shopping
centers in the other area and set public hearing to response to the comments of population in order to serve the

people and provide positive influence in the community.
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
