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Thailand is one of the association members of the United Nations Convention to
Combat Desertification in those ~Countries  Experiencing Serious Drought and/or
Desertification, particularly  Africa. As the affected country experiencing desertification and
serious drought, Thailand has fallen into the definition and classification under the United
Nations Convention to Combat Desertification. Consequently, Thailand is required to comply
with the General Obligations and the Obligations of Affected Country Parties. Moreover,
Thailand has to implement the technical and scientific cooperation, capacity building,
education and public awareness, and financial management.

The objective of this thesis is to study and analyze the legal effects on Thailand from
the accession to the United Nations Convention to Combat Desertification. The result of this
study has found that, Thailand's internal legal system is sufficient for the implementation of the
United Nations Convention to Combat Desertification. As a matter of fact, the current
legislations could not effectively resolve the desertification and drought circumstances.
Therefore,  order to combat desertification and drought issues sufficiently, Thailand may
apply the United Nations Convention to Combat Desertification as a measure for improving
internal Thai laws on those issues.
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
