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The purpose of this thesis is to analyze factors that effect drinking and smoking behaviors
of thai people by adopting Binomial Logit Model and using Maximum Likelihood Estimation
technique. The Socio-Economic factors used in this thesis are income, price, sex, age, sickness,
area, region, education, occupation and marital status. This study uses the Health and Welfare
Survey 2003 data conducted by National Statistical Office.

The results show that the probability to be a smoker is 0.09. If price or income decrease,
the probability to be a smoker increases. A man has a higher probability to be a smoker than a
women. Considering sickness, area, region, education, occupation and marital status factors show
that healthy, living in rural area or in the south, low education, employee in private sector or widow
person has a higher probability to be a smoker in each mentioned group. For age factor, the study
shows that there is a rise tendency to smoke with age until at 46-55 years old, and then it declines

Moreover, The study shows that the probability to be a drinker is 0.35. When price or
income decrease, the probability to be a drinker increases. A man has a higher probability to drink
than a women. Considering sickness, area, region, education, occupation and marital status factors
show that healthy, living in urban area or in the north, college education, work in goverment
sector or widow person has a higher probability to be a drinker in each mentioned group. For age
factor, the study shows that there is a high probability to drink at 26-35 years old. Finally, drinking
and smoking are complementary behaviors of thai peaple.
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
