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This research aimed at studying the impact of Lao labour migration in
Mukdahan Province.  order to identify the push - pull factor that result in the migration of
Lao labour to Mukdahan Province, how this process was carried out and the impact cause
by economically, socially and politically. This research were carried out qualitatively and
quantitatively such that the data were collected from the literatures and field research.The
data were collected via questionnaire and structural interviews. The collected data from
questionnaire were analyzed by descriptive statistic such as frequency, percentage and
then descriptively presented. And the data from structural interviews were analyzed an
interpreted result then descriptively presented.

The finding of this research were as follows : It was found that the push factor were
poorness, low wages and high rate of employment in Lao PDR. And the pull factor were high
wages, career progress opportunities and the shortage of workforce in Mukdahan Province.

migration process, 60% of the Lao labour migrate by their own will. Most of them had
origin in Khanthaburi district.(20.8%) and travelled for 1 hour 1 minute - 2 hour (28.3%) for a
non-stop journey.(100.0%) Most of them came into Mukdahan Province by escape through
natural ports along Mekong River.(81.7%) The Lao labour give their family personally in
Mukdahan.(40.7%) Their accommodation were provided by their employer.(100.0%) The
economic impact were reduce the problem of unemployment in Mukdahan Province, more
variety in the selection of workforce by the employer and reduce the production cost due to
the low wages of Lao labour. The social impact were increase in crime, drug and smuggling
of goods and drug, increase of prostitutes and spreading of AIDS, illegal immigration and
unregistered labour. The politic impact were disorder and instability of the province and the
adjustment in labour policy.
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
