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The purposes of this research were (1) to study the opinions of principals and computer
teachers toward computer instructional management the limited resources schools (2) to study
computer labs settings  the limited resources schools, and (3) to propose guidelines for computer
instructional management  the limited resources schools under the Office of the National Primary
Education Commission. Computer instructional experts from the Office of the National Primary Education
Commission selected the limited resources schools for this research.

The samples included in this study were 34 principals, 34 computer teachers and 34 computer
labs limited resources schools under the Office of the National Primary Education Commission.
Thirty-four limited resources schools were randomly selected from 14 provinces in five regions. The data
collected by interviewing principals and teachers and survey conditions and settings of computer labs.

The findings were as follows:

1. Educational resources used limited resources schools for computer instruction were
computer personnel, software and equipment, computer lab, and budget. Action plans and goals were
included in school charter for implementation or for conducting projects to solve limited resources
problems. Schools sought cooperation and support from community. Computer teachers managed their
teaching in two methods 1) divided students into two groups, one group studied theory from work sheets
while another group practiced with computer and vice versa and 2) divided students in groups with
members of each group was equal to numbers of computer. Each group took turns to study and
practice with computers.

2. Computer labs were set to support computer instruction with emphasis on economy,
efficiency and utilized materials existing in schools or donated equipment. Computer parts were
modified or repaired for reuse. The maintenance or repair conducted based on necessity.

3. There are two guidelines for computer instructional management in the limited resources
schools under the Office of the National Primary Education Commission: computer instructional
management and limited resources management. The students should be divided into two groups,
each group took turns to study theory and practice. To manage limited resources, action plan and goals
should be set into school charter, schools should cooperate with community, support community
activities, create the awareness that schools belong to community and community has to support
schools.
