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... The purpose of this experimental research I to investigate effects of music
activities on‘emotional development of the children with moderate mental refardation
which Is the case study of Rajanukul Institute. There are 16 children with mental
retardation between group age of 13-18 years old, talented with the I.?. 344
respectively. Two groups of eight chiloren are found with moderate mentaf level of
effects, each of whom participated in the experimental group and the control group.
The experimental design was Pre-test and Post-test Control groups’ design. The
results were as follows;

1 Musical activities can mormalize the child’s emotional behaviors that
reveal certain degrees of defective intelligence quotion’s at a moderate level (Testing
grouR), and likely to abate, (emotional developments may in prove).
