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Member of the Royal Thai Air Forces, who are provided residences by the government while being active in their duties, have
fo leave from their living units within 90 days after retirement. If they are warrant officers who have low income, it seems very difficult for
them to have housing planning With only their pension, they can onlyr live day by day with no money saved for new house. During the
retirement period, financial institutions consider very carefully to give loans and more than that there are many problems concerning the
physical health of these derty. This thesis' objectives are to study the lifestyte. community, economy and housing planning after
retrement of the Royal Thai Air Forces Warrant Officers to find a way to solve the above problems, This is done by the collected data from
hoth secondary sources and primary sources (questionaires and structural interviews) from sample group proportion; the analysis is in
percentage.

After studying the general data from house preparing group. It was found that 95% are men, 48.7% are in between 53-55 years
old, 95% are married, 54,6% have 2 children, 95.8% are undergraduates, 88.2% are living with their families, 53.9% have a total family
income per month of between 15,000-25.000 Baht. 22.7% have a special income lower than 5.000Baht, 23.5% have savings lower than
1.000 Baht, 41.2% have housing utilities expenses between 1.000-2.000 Baht. 42% have lived in provided residences between 11-20
years, 42% have been working for between 11-20 years, 79 8% have no problems about the provided residences.

Informantion about the housing preparation after retirement are, firstly. 41.2% have monthly paybacks to financial institutions.
42.9% make monthly paybacks of more than 5.0008aht. Secondly. 29.4% have land for a new house to be built. 60% have the full rights on
land. 62.9% have a construction budget lower than 500.000 Baht. Thirdly, 15.1% have an old house in need of repairs, 61.1% need
improvements to the extenor, 50% need improvements to the interior. 61.1% the right of house is belongs to parents, brothers or sistesr,
50% have an improvements budget of between 50,000-100,000 Baht Finally, 14.3% are now looking for new houses, 70.6% have a
budget between 500,000-1,000,000 Baht. 5 important factors of buying new houses are 1. Price 2. Payment Conditions 3. Design 4. Safety
of life and properties 5. Facilities. Sources of funding for house preparation are from loans, pensions and savings. 52.1% like to have a
town house, 67.2% like to live in a province next to Bangkok. Souces of income after retirement are mostly from pensions. Money is spent
on fixed expenses. Most, do not work after retirement. The person who they want to live with after retirement is their spouse. Regarding
government housing subsidy, they need to have access to funds at a low interest rate and, secondly, need a low cost housing project from
both private enterprises and government sectors.

For the group without a housing plan, it was found that 95.1% are men, 39.8% are between 53-55 years old. 96.1% are married,
51.5% have 2 children, 91.3% are undergraduates. 82.5% live with their families, 75.7% have a total family income per month of between
15.00025.000 Baht, 21.4% have a special income lower than 5,000 Baht, 24.3% have saving between 1,000-2,000 Baht, 46.6% have
housing utiliies expenses of between 1,0002,000 Baht, 43.7% have Irved in provided residences for between 11-20 years, 62.1% have
worked for between 11-20 years, 77.7% have no problems about the provided residences. The main reason why they don't need to
prepare for their housing is that they already have their own house, the other reason is that they don't have enough income and the last
reason is they want to go back home and live with their parents. The types of houses are as follows. 44.7% are detached houses, for
39.8% the houses belong to their parents, 57.3% are located in the countryside, the source of income after retrement is their pension.
Money is spent on fixed expenses. Most do notwork after retirement The person who they want to live with after retirement is their spouse.
Regarding govemment housing subsidy, their needs are simitar to those of the first group.
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
