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The purposes of this research was to apply Alan Roger’s approach of route to change and non
formal education program development to promote community participation in regards to solid waste management,
Population were 5 pilot project sites as following 1) Wat Glang community in Bangkok 2) Donkaew community in
Chiangmai Province 3) Boromtailokanaj and 4) Panpee community in Pitsanulok Province 5) Chohae community in
Phrae Province, which were purposively sampling from communities in which solid waste management of some kinds
were implemented and one target site which was Rongfong community Phrae Province. There were 3 stages of study as
following 1) The study of 5 pilot project sites in terms of Alan Roger’s approach of route to change, non-formal
education programme oriented, and community participation in solid waste management. 2) The application of first
stage results into second stage 3) Non-formal education programme development in term of solid waste management in
target site. All 3 stages using qualitative study as main method and quantitative as minor methods of data collecting
consisted of focus group discussion, questionnaire field observation and secondary sources study.

The results were as following : -

1. There were 4 types of route to change which were 1) the technocratic route to development 2)
Late decision-making in the development route 3) A dynamic change process 4) The bureaucratic route to development.
4 of 5 communities had non-formal education oriented in some aspects but only one of them had program development
existing. Community participation in terms of dimension and context were both similar and different.

2. Type of route to change decided by target site community meeting was early decision-making
in the development route which consisted of existing state, awareness of problem and opportunity, decision-making,
knowledge/skills, action, desired change.

3. There were 3 stages in non-formal education programme development which were planning
design and implementing and evaluation and public relations. Community participation occurred in all 3 stages.
Concrete situation according to route to change decided were 1) existing state was solid waste problem occurred 2)
awareness of problem and opportunity were available by the meeting situation 3) decision making was made to decide
type of route to change 4) implementation of non formal education participatory training 5) solid waste separation action
in household level 6) desired change were correct action of solid waste management, decreasing of solid waste and
expansion of action across the community.
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
