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The purposes of this study were to (1) compare patient knowledge
between before and after receiving pharmacy counseling. (2) evaluate quality of life
immediately after renal transplantation and 6 months after transplantation. (3) evaluate
patient satisfaction to pharmacist team service. (4) explore clinical outcomes after
transplantation. These outcomes of 77 patients who came to kidney transplant clinic
between January 2000 to December 2005 were evaluated. After transplantation, patient
knowledge and quality of life were evaluated. SF-36 was used to evaluate quality of life.
Then pharmacists started and continued the counseling process. After the process was
completed (about 6 months after transplantation), patient knowledge, quality of life,
patient satisfaction and clinical outcomes were evaluated. It was found that knowledge
score significantly increased from 62.2% before receiving counseling to 79.6% afte'
completing program. Quality of life score in physical functioning (PF) and social
functioning (SF) scales 6 months after transplantation was significant higher than
immediately after transplantation. Average satisfaction score was 4.5. Infections mostly
occurred in 0-3 montns post-transplantation. Urinary tract infection was the most found
(41.5%) Incidence of hypertension, dyslipidemia, and hyperglycemia after
transplantation were 19.5%, 72.7%, and 11.7%, respectively. Acute rejection rate was
18.2%. Re-hospitalization rate from either severe adverse drug reaction or CNI

intoxication was 3.9%.
