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This research presents a qualitative and quantitative study that aims to examine the
nature of reflection for social problems from 43 episodes (25 cases) of "Konkonkon™ T.v.
program.  addition, this research also examines the ethics shown in the way of life of the
guests from 31 episodes (19 cases) which were selected from purposive sampling of 52
episodes that was on air from 16 November 2004 to 29 November 2005. This research uses
content analysis as the major methodology.

The analysis reveals that “Konkonkon” T.v. program reflects 21 issues of social
problems.  The most common issues concemn with poverty, declination in morality, and
handicaps. The issues that are reflected least frequently from this program are corruption,
prostitution, sticide, homeless children, and stateless children.  Overall, social problems
reflected in this program occur in urban areas three times more than in rural areas.
Moreover, such problems are reflected mostly among lower-class peaple.

The reflection of ethics from this program primarily appears in the form of dligence,
principle holding, and bravery. On the other hand, the ethics are reflected least in the form of
participation in democracy, loyalty to the nation, being physically healthy, and being culturally
conservative. Overall, the reasons for the action that reflects ethics of the program are mostly
based on the benefit of others. Next in line comes non-benefit consciousness, personal
benefit, and family benefit, respectively.
