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This study examines the process of the government policy formulation on forestry and the
land use by taking the ministerial resolution resulting from the negotiations between the Assembly of the
Poor and the government under the Banham Silapa-archa and Gen. Chavalit Yongchaiyudh's
Administration from 1996-1997 as the case study. The objectives of the study are to analyse the policies
originated from the talks between the government and the presssure group or between the government
and the participation of people; to analyse the difference between the policies originated from the talks
between government and the pressure group or between the government and the participation of people
and the regular processed policies; and to examine the effects of these policies when put into use.

The findings are the effort of the Assembly of the Poor to pressure the government for the
talks on an equal status basis fails to bring about the constructive conclusions, conditions and procedures
for further sound implementation. This is due to the difference of understanding between both parties on
the core problems in the inflicted areas and on official rules and regulations. Though, there is agreement
and co-ordinating committee to effect the problem solving, the implementation is always facing obstacles
both in the areas and the central part.

The recommendations from the  dy are that the policy formulation needs full tripartite
cooperation namely the politicians, the officials and the representatives of the communities. Secondly,
the procedures require multilateral and implementation in the civil society manner. Thirdly, there should
be information and database and co-ordination system in the central, regional level and in the trouble
some areas. Fourthly, for long term plan, the bureaucratic reform and decentralization are required.
Lastly, the attitude of the people and the public sector to adhere to the principle of equal participation
should be forested asit is the ground for smooth co-working system in future.
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
