The purpose of this study is to investigate the level, trend, and pattem of marriage
registration; factors related to registration of marriage; and the reasons for registering or not registering
marriage among currently married women in Thailand. The data used are from the project entitled
‘a Study on the tams of Women and Fertility in Thailand’ conducted in 1993 by the Institute of
Population Studies of Chulalongkom University. The sample includes 2,800 currently married women
aged 15-44 years old.

Results of the study revealed that slightly over half (53%) of currently married women in
Thailand registered their marriages. However, die trend in marriage registration could not be clearly
defined due mainly to tile delay in the registration of marriages. Only 16.7 percent of currently married
women registered their marriages within tile first year of the union. The proportion of women who
registered their marriages within the first year of the union has remained relatively unchanged during the
past 15 years. This proportion, however, was higher than the earlier period examined. Length of delay in
marriage registration varied by women's background characteristics, including age at the union,
education, occupation, region, and areas of residence. Results of the multivariate analysis indicated that
women's age at the union, duration of the union, number of times married, number of children bom
alive, couple's occupation, couple’s education, region, and areas of residence were all statistically
significantly associated with marriage registration.

Among women who registered their marriages, the main reason given for the registration
was to make the marriage legal. The second most cited reason was to stabilize family life, followed by
the need to have a document of the marriage for official matters. Among women who did not register
their marriages, reasons reported include: it was not necessary, not convenient to register, and to avoid
problems when doing legal business.
