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The purposes of this research were to study and to compare the attitudes
towards occupational training programs in admitting the teacher’s ability and towards the
value of occupational training programs of convicted prisoners with different backgrounds in
the sixth region prisons.

The sample size of this research was 384 convicted prisoners in the sixth region
prisons. The instruments used were the questionnaires asking about their backgrounds and
attitudes towards occupational training programs. The data were analyzed by arithmatic
mean (X) 1 standard diviation (S.D.) 1F-test (One Way Analysis of Variance) and T-test
(Scheffe)

Findings :

Most of the prisoners were between 20-29 years of age. Their residency were
outside of the sixth region. Their average education level was Prathomsuksa 6. They could
read and write the Thai language. They were low level workers with salary less than 4,000
baht per month. They had 4-6 members in the family. Most of them were single. About
87.5 percentage of the prisoners were the first imprisoned. Their parents mostly were
farmers and gardeners completing only the primary level and still stayed in marriage.
The average family income was less than 4,000 baht per month. The prisoners' attitudes
towards occupational training programs in admitting the teachers’ ability, towards the value
of occupational training programs, and in overall were not statistically significant different at
the .05 level. When different backgrounds were considered, it was found that those living
in uthaitanee province had better attitudes towards occupational training programs in
admitting the teachers’ ahility than those with background in Phitsanuloke province.
The prisoners with background in Sukrothai province had better attitudes towards the
occupational training programs in admitting the value of occupational training programs and
in overall than those with background in Phitsanuloke province.
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
