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The objectives of this thesis, "The Uses and G ratifications of
University Students Concerning Exposure to P olitical Inform ations on
Television” is to study the university students’ exposure behavior, uses

and gratifications on exposure to political informations on television.
The thesis has been based on a surveying research using questionnaires as
the tool for data <collection. The samples used in this research are 970
university students from the faculty of P olitical Science, the faculty of
Communication Arts, chulalongkorn University and the faculty of P olitical
Science and the faculty of Journalism and Mass Communication, Thammasat
University. The results of this thesis are that television is the most
popular media through which the university students exposure to political
informations. They normally tune in everyday during 17.00 to 22.00 p.m.
The most popular program is the news program, especially ITV’'s programs
which are also the favorite programs among university students. The
university students’ expectation on exposure to television ©political
informations are ranged in between medium to high level. The university
students from the faculty of Communication Arts, Faculty of P olitical
Science, Chulalongkorn University and The Faculty of Journalism and Mass
Communication, Thammasat University have expectation of resolving the
country’'s economic <crisis, while the university students from the faculty
of Political Science, Thammasat University have the expectation of the
country’s problem solving policy. The university students, this research
has found that the university students use the political informations for
surveillance, to know the politicians, the academics, mass media and
others people’s ideas, for education and for discussion with other people.
The results of this thesis also indicate that the exposure behavior and
the uses and gratifications of university students concerning exposure to
p olitical informations on television are similar, regardless of difference

in university, faculty including level of political knowledge.
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
