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The purposes of this research are to study the levels at which the prevention of
technical college students juvenile delinquency can be performed and to study various factors
in educational institutions that relate to the prevention of the juvenile delinquency acts
committed by the students of rajamangata Institute of Technology ~ Central Region Campuses
which are Bangkok Technical College. Northern Bangkok Technical College and Nonthaburi
Technical College 1 electrical and electronics sections. The data where systematically
collected and analyzed from 300 responded questionnaires and in-depth interviews with 10
students participating in various clubs such as Thai Music Club, sport Club, Buddhist Religion
Club, Volunteer Community Development Club etc. The statistical tools used in data analysis,
were Percentage, Mean, standard Deviation, Correlation matrix, Chi-square and Gamma tests
with the statistically significant level at 0.05 for quantitative data and content analysis for
qualitative data.

It was found that instiliment of ethics as well as rules and regulations enforcement
effectiveness factors tended to have the strongest effect on the prevention of the juvenile
delinquency acts committed by the students of the three Technical Colleges.
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
