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The purpose of Ulis study is to investigate the correlation between personal data, media exposure,
knowledge and attitude toward drug refusal skill among secondary school students in Bangkok Metropolis.
Questionnaires are used to collect data from a total of 436 samples. Frequency, percentage, mean, Pearson's
product moment correlation coefficient, t-test, anova and multiple regression are employed for the analysis o f the

data. SPSS program is used for data processing.

The results o fthe study are as follow s

1. Students with differences in sex, education level and GPA are different in media exposure on drug. There is no
different in media exposure on drug among students w ith differences in fam ily type.

2. Students w ith differences in sex, education level, GPA and family types are differentin drug refusal skill.

3. Students w ith differences in sex and GPA are different in attitude toward drug prevention. There is no different
in attitude toward drug prevention among students w ith differences in education level and fam ily type.

4. Students w ith differences in sex, GPA and family type are differentin drug refusal skill. There is no different in
drug refusal skillamong students with differences in education level.

5. Exposure to drug inform ation, knowledge on drug and attitude toward drug prevention positively correlate w ith
the drug refusal skill.

6. Attitude toward drug prevention, sex, exposure to drug information from relatives and family type are able to

explain the drug refusal skill respectively.
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
