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" (1) Where the same continental shelf is adjacent to the territories of two or more States
whose coasts are opposite each other, the houndary of the continental shelf appertaining to such
States shall be determined by agreement between them.  the absence of agreement, and unless
another boundary line is justified by special circumstances, the boundary is the median line levery
point of which is equidistant from the nearest points of the haselines from which the breadth of the
territorial sea of each state is measured.

(2) Where the same continental shelf is adjacent to the territories of two adjacent States,
the boundary of the continental shelf shall be determined by agreement between them.  the
absence of agreement, and unless another boundary line is justified by special circumstances, the
boundary shall be determined by application of the principle of equidistance from the nearest points
of the haselines from which the breadth of the territorial sea of each State is measured.”

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1.The court, whose function is to decide inaccordance with international law such
disputes as are submitted to it, shall apply :

(a) international conventions, whether general or particular, establishing rules
expressly recognized by the contesting states;

(b) international custom, as evidence of a general practice accepted as law;

(c) the general principles of law recognized by civilized nations;

(d) subject to the provisions of Article 59, judicial decisions and the teachings of
the most highly qualified publicists of the various nations 1as subsidiary
means for the determination of rules of law.
