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The purpose of this research is to investigate the correlation between information exposure to
NGO - GO'S Collaboration Confronting Drug Project, knowledge, attitude toward drug problems and drug
prevention behavior after exposure to NGO - GO'S Collaboration Confronting Drug Project among people
in Bangkok.

A total of 408 people in Bangkok were surveyed by self - administered questionnaires.  Pearson’s
Product Moment Correlation Coefficient and Multiple Regression Analysis were employed for the correlation
test and the selection of variables best explain the drug prevention behavior

The results of this research are as follows :-

1. Exposure to information about NGO - GO'S Collaboration Confronting Drug Project is not
correlated with the knowledge of drug problems and prevention.

2. Exposure to information about NGO - GO’'S Collaboration Confronting Drug Project via newspaper
is negatively correlated with the attitude toward drug problems and prevention. No correlation is  found
between information exposure to NGO - GO'S Collaboration Confronting Drug Project via special purposed
media and the attitude toward drug problems and prevention from NGO - GO'S Collaboration Confronting
Drug Project.

3. Exposure to information about NGO - GO'S Collaboration Confronting Drug Project via all media is
positively correlated with drug prevention behavior.

4. Knowledge of drug problems and prevention from NGO - GO'S Collaboration Confronting Drug
Project is positively correlated with the attitude toward drug problems and prevention.

5. Knowledge of drug problems and prevention from NGO - GO'S Collaboration Confronting Drug
Project is positively correlated with drug prevention behavior.

6. Attitude toward drug problems and prevention from NGO - GO'S Collaboration Confronting Drug
Project is positively correlated with drug prevention behavior.

7. Knowledge, attitude toward drug problems and prevention and exposure to information about
NGO - GO'S Collaboration Confronting Drug Project are the variables able to explain drug prevention
behavior.
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
