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The fundamental purpose of this research is to seek an understanding pertaining to the background of
photojoumalists ; with the relevance of ajournalistic consciousness level and a decision concerning with a newspaper'
ethics concept. A survey was made from a total of 105 photojoumalists who came from 13 majors daily newspaper sold in

Bangkok.

According to the research Inost of the photojoumalists were male; in the age 31-40 years with a salary
scale of 10,000-20,000 bahi Their main focus is on photo taking and reporting news occasionally; with low regard to

religious tenets.

The vocational background of photojoumalists point out that most of them have never studied in the field of
photography. Normally they are graduated from other fields that have nothing concerned with journalism or mass
communication.  fact most of them are educational technology department students with the opportunities to be
trained in news photography .and also have 6-10 years experience for photojoumalists. However, most of them never

have had any other working experiences, and forthose who have are likely to work in photographic lab.

Journalistic consciousness of photojoumalists is high. The highestone is on responsibility followed by

function-role, neutrality and the lowest one is freedom.

An ethical decision of photojoumalists was shown that most of them decided to take photos in all cases

which were considered unethical. The whole picture appeared that photojoumalists were notvery ethical.

These research hypothesis were conducted in orderto know whether the difference of individual factors and
the vocational background of photojoumalists will have an effect on journalistic consciousness and ethical decision,
as well asto know whetherthe journalistic consciousness will have an effect on ethical decision. The results can
partly prove the troth of the hypothesis that the perception of ethical decision are different from age, education, salary
and the regard to religious tenets of the individual. It was interesting to note that photojoumalists who possessed
highly education such as Bachelors and Masters, had an inclination to report their news victims on superior ethical

than those in the lower educational background and lower regard to religious tenets.
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
