The main objective of this thesis is to make a study on the implementation of the policy
of Thai governmental organizations relating to policy making and on officials representing local
agencies who implemented the policy as regards the crises at Doi Lamg, Ban Chedi-sarm-one, and
Nem 491. The thesis also made a study on structures of these state agencies and organizations $o
that they could be used for bases of analysis on the implementation of the policy.

From this study it is found that Thailand, by having a common border of more than
2,800 kilometers with Burma, faced with a number of problems along border areas such as
boundary questions, refugees, illegal migrants, drug offences, etc. Certain problems in particular
occurring along the land boundary led to the use of military forces, in two of the three cases under
studies, that is the cases at Doi Lamg, and Ban Chedi-sarm-ong. It is also found that the policy
formulating organizations and local agencies would implement the policy in accordance with their
concepts of interests, perceptions, and strategies which sometimes differed from the set policy.
However, in the case of Nem 491, the use of force almost occurred but through the King’s advice
which urged all parties concerned to seek a peaceful settlement, the crisis was averted. Therefore, in
this last instance, policy implemented by local official did not follow their concepts of interests and
the concepts of their organizations. For the final conclusion, it can be said that although policy
making organizations and local agencies which implemeted the policy followed their concepts of
interests, perceptions and strategies, they would generally adhere to the same national policy basing
on the principle of national interests.
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
