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The purpose of this research was to study the presentation technique and the content
computer assited instruction lessons in Thai language for elementary school students. The samples used in
this study were 16 computer assited instruction lessons in Thai language for elementary school which were
used in the elementary school level in Bangkok. The data were suggested by 15 specialist who involved in

Thai language teaching.

The results of this research were as below :

1. The content which appered in computer assited instruction lessons in Thai language for
elementary school students insisted of 4 skills. The reading skills was the most frequently found in computer
assited instruction lessons  Thai language for elementary school students . The second was listening skill.
The third was speaking skill and the last were writing skill. The appropriate presentation technique should be
used for the specific content and objective in every skill.

2. The presentation technique which was the most frequently found in each 9 events
were as follows.( 1) The animation was used to gain student * attention. (2 ) The short situation
simulation was used to inform the learners about the learning objectives. (3 )The pior knowledge
interaction and menu were used to stimulate the recall of the prequisite learned capabilities. (4)
The part to whole and passive to active were used to present the stimulus materials. (5) The

speed changing lreward ltext Lcolor llight 1graphic lanimation and sound effect were used to

provide the learning guidance. (6) The response via typewriter keyboard, mouse Ljoystick and paddle
were used to elicit the performance. (7) The learning sequence 1time limit and giving information about
correct orincorrect responses were used to provide the feedback. (8) The test item and random sampling
were used to asses the performance. (9) The reconsidering incorrect resopose and giving a variety of exanple
were used to enhance the retention and transfer.
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
