The objective of the study is to investigate the relationship between
financial behavior and saving goals that reflect Maslow's hierarchy of needs. Data
were collected from 165 emerging adults aged 18-29 years who were employed
and had regular income. The saving goals setting scale for emerging adults and The
Financial management behavior scale (FMBS) were used to collect the data, which
were then subject to hierarchical regression analysis. The results show that the
saving for safety and security needs and saving for self-actualization had the
strongest associations with financial behavior, followed by saving for esteem needs,
but saving for physiological needs and saving for love and belonging needs did not

have a significant effect on the financial behavior.
