Intram uscular m orphine is our co n v en tio n a l tech n iq u e  u sed  for pain  

r e lie f  in postpartum  tubal liga tion . N o  study has eva lu a ted  its e ff ic a c y  in 

th is operation  and it is u neth ica l to  u se  any m ed ica tion  w ith ou t adequate  

in form ation . In th is  stud y, th e con tro l grou p  w a s com p ared  w ith  

intram uscular m orp hine group in the factorial d esig n . T o com p en sa te  for 

th is d e f ic ien c y  o f  intram uscular m orp hine p rem ed ication  in the control 

group, as so o n  as the patient had m oderate to  sev ere  pain , rescu e  drugs 

w ere g iv e n  right aw ay. T he patien ts w ere exp la in ed  about the w ithdraw al 

o f  th is co n v en tion a l intram uscular m orphine and its co m p en sa tio n  w ith  the 

m ore p oten t narcotic  ( fen tanyl ) by the in traven ou s route right aw ay.

T he patients w ere c learly  ex p la in ed  that i f  th ey  agree to  

participate in th is study, th ey  n eed  to be aw ake to  rate the sco res during  

the operation . I f  th ey  are not happy to do so , th ey  h ave the right to  have  

either the co n v en tion a l m eth od  ( intram uscular m orp hine ) or to  h ave

general an esth esia .
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T h e p atien ts read and s ig n ed  th e in form ed  co n sen ts  after 

u nd erstan d ing  th e w h o le  p ro cess  o f  the study.
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
