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The purpose of this research was to study relationships among the level of self-
disclosure and the level of liking for the Internet conversation partners and to study the self-
disclosure differences in same-sex conversation and in opposite-sex conversation of university
students. Three measures: the subjects' self-disclosure scale, the perceived partners’ self-
disclosure scale and the liking scale were given to 300 university students.

Results show that:

. The level of students’self-disclosure correlates positively with the level of liking for
the Internet conversation partner in a linear fashion (p<,001).

2. The level of partners’ self-disclosure correlates positively with the level of liking for
the Internet conversation partner ina linear fashion (pc.001).

3. The correlation between the level of students’ self-disclosure and the level of liking
for the partners does not differ significantly from the correlation between the level of perceived
partners’ self-disclosure and the level of liking for the partners.

4. There is no significant difference between females’ and males' self-disclosure level
In same-sex conversation partners.

5. There is a significant difference between females’and males’ self-disclosure level
In opposite-sex conversation; that is, males disclose more than females,
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
